Responsibilities and Guidance for Race Organisers of Road, Fell and Cross Country events
Risk Assessment

Organisers should undertake a Disability Risk Assessment as part of their usual Risk Assessment procedures.
Where appropriate identify possible ways that athletes with disabilities might be accommodated in the event and what specific arrangements might be required.

Entry forms should include the following information
