Sussex Athletics Association - Equity and Inclusiveness Policy
It is the policy of the Sussex Athletics Association to ensure that everyone involved in athletics should thrive, fare well, be safe and secure and enjoy environments free from any threat of intimidation, harassment and abuse.
It is the policy of Sussex AA that every individual involved within the organisation is responsible for upholding this policy.
Sussex AA recognises they have a responsibility to ensure the highest standard of care and will take steps to ensure the welfare of all those involved in the sport.
Sussex AA respects the rights, dignity and worth of every person and will treat everyone equally within the context of their sport, regardless of age, ability, gender, race, ethnicity, religious belief, sexuality or social/economic status.
Responsibilities and Guidance for Race Organisers of Road, Fell and Cross Country events
Risk Assessment

Organisers should undertake a Disability Risk Assessment as part of their usual Risk Assessment procedures. 

As part of the risk assessment an evaluation should be carried out to see whether it is reasonable and within cost limits to amend the course to accommodate athletes with disabilities or make other appropriate arrangements. The law requires that reasonable adjustments are made in anticipation that athletes with disabilities will take part.

Where an assessment is undertaken and a decision is taken that it is not possible for an athlete with a disability to take part this assessment must be made by someone with experience of disability issues or consultation has taken place with appropriate disability organisations.

Entry forms

Entry forms should include the following information
1. Athletes with disabilities wishing to enter the event are advised to discuss their entry with … (insert the contact name and number of the race organiser /official who can be contacted to discuss the individual implications of the disability risk assessment and the nature of the course)
2. A cut off time for the event for all athletes taking part (If this is considered necessary)
